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Dairy Fully Fueled
Overall Description
We will be providing you with a turn-key event. The only item we will need to utilize from the school is electrical power. Our event includes the following elements. (Please see www.dairyfullyfueled.com for a video, photos and additional descriptions.)
· Welcome Desk – Students will be greeted at this station and each person participating will receive a short introduction to the event. Each student will also receive a punch card that can be redeemed for a prize at the end of the event. 
· Fueling Station – At this station, students are able to hang out and sample different flavors of milk. 
· Information Station – Information for teachers will be provided. Local dairy farmers may also be available to talk about where milk comes from and to answer questions.
· Pledge Wall – Students sign the wall as they pledge to eat more foods from the dairy, fruit, vegetable and whole grains groups every day. Schools will be given the pledge wall board at the completion of the event. 
· Locker Room – Students can “measure up” with professional football equipment. For instance, they can see how their shoe size differs from the shoe size of a professional football player. A TV will also be located in this area showing NFL highlights. 
· Football Toss – Students can test their football throwing skills by attempting to toss the football through our specially designed “cheese wedge” targets. 
· FGTE (Food Groups to Encourage) Climbing Wall – Students will climb the food pyramid and ring the bell when they reach the top. (This is a safe activity that includes harnesses and additional staff monitoring the event.)
· String Cheese Fun Run – Two students will race against each other on the bungee inflatable. (This is also a safe activity that is made from inflatable material.) 
· Yogurt Bubble – Students will enter the yogurt inflatable (think “cash machine”) to collect as many healthy items as they can during a given amount of time. 
· Internet Kiosks – Two internet kiosks will allow students to check out the “Play60” website. They will not be able to access any other websites from this location. 
· Prize Collection Kiosk – Students will answer a few questions about the event. (They will not be asked any personal questions.) They will also show their completed punch cards to receive one premium item. The premium item choices are a cow keychain or a football hackey sack. 
· Our survey questions will include the following:
· What are the Big Four? 
· Spinach, fruit, crackers and nuts
· Dairy, fruit, whole grains and vegetables
· Soda, chips, pizza and cookies
· Fruit juice, green beans, tomatoes and eggs
· Before today, did you know that dairy foods were so good for your body?
· Yes
· No
· In the future when you’re hanging with friends outside of school, how likely are you to consider choosing milk as a beverage?
· I’ll definitely consider it.
· I might consider it.
· I probably won’t consider it.
· I definitely won’t consider it. 
· Was “Dairy Fully Fueled” a fun event?
· Yeah! It rocked!
· It was pretty good. 
· I’d rather be in study hall.
General Event Information for “Dairy Fully Fueled”
Set-up and break-down:
· Our team will need 3 hours for set-up (assuming we have easy access to the gym) and 2 hours for break-down. 
· If it does not conflict with another event, we are willing to set-up the evening prior to the event. 
· We are prepared to arrive at the school at a very early hour to set-up for the event. 
Waivers:
· The two waivers (located in a separate attachment) MUST be signed by a parent/guardian of each student participating in the event. The school will need to photocopy and distribute both waivers to students prior to the event. We recommend distributing waivers 2 weeks before the event.
· The waivers should be collected by each teacher and given to the Vivid Field Managers at the start of the event. 
· Teachers are responsible for knowing the students who are allowed to participate (and not participate) in this event.
Dimensions of Dairy Fully Fueled Elements:
· 3 Kiosks – Each kiosk is a 6’ wide kiosk 
· Fueling Station – Total width is 13’. (It is in 3 sections with the center section being 7’ and the two sides at 3’.)
· Pledge Wall – Two 6’ x 4’ signs create this wall
· Locker Room – 15’ x 20’ area
· Football Toss – 12’ x 36’ turf
· Cheese Toss (2) – 8’ tall x 4’ wide x 4’ deep 
· String Cheese Fun Run – 25’ long x 11’ wide
· Yogurt Swirl – Inflatable dimensions 10’ tall x 6.5’ diameter; (2) yogurt display units – 5’ tall 
· Climbing Pyramid – 20’ x 20’ area
· Internet Kiosks – 10’ x 10’ area 
· Ideal total Area – 60’ x 50

Power Requirements:
· We will need access to power (running from different outlets) to run the following events:
· String Cheese Fun Run – 12 – 15 amps for start-up; then it will run on 10 amps
· Yogurt Swirl – 10 amps
· Climbing Pyramid – 12 – 15 amps for start-up; then it will run on 10 amps
· Cheese Toss – 3 amps each (we have 2 cheese tosses)
· Internet Kiosks – Depending on final set-up – internet kiosks and TV should be able to share power with another interactive or internet / TV can be on the same power source (20 amps). 
· TV at the Locker Room – See above
· Milk Cooler – 1.5 amps
· Sound Board with Speakers – 20 amps
· We will be providing protective covers for all extension cords that will be run through the displays.  
· If a generator needs to be used, it must be placed outdoors with extension cords running to the interactives. (We will have 2 generators with us on the tour.)
Fueling Station:
· We will be working with the local Dairy Council and milk processor to provide milk for the event. This will be safely stored in small refrigerator units at the Fueling Station.
Event Timing and Possible Scenarios: 
· We recommend a maximum of 72 students per 60 minutes with students completing each interactive of “Dairy Fully Fueled”. (Best case scenario: If you have 50 – 70 students for 45 – 50 minutes, each student was usually able to see each interactive.)
· If enrollment numbers require a greater number of students to go through each hour – students will be able to complete only half of the stations / interactives.
· It is the responsibility of the school to make decisions regarding the total number of students who will participate in Dairy Fully Fueled. (For example, if the event will be open to all students, only specific grade levels, only those students who have PE class on event day). Vivid will do its best to accommodate student numbers, but schools will need to provide complete information on the questionnaire.
